 SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1INTERNATIONAL COMPETITION
The International Skating Union recognizes two disciplines of the sport of speed skating.  We will use the ISU terminology in this discussion.  The two disciplines are Speed Skating and Short Track Speed Skating.  The Long Track Speed Skating (pack style) that is practiced in the United States and Canada is not recognized by the ISU.

SPEED SKATING
Speed Skating consists of two skaters, competing at one time on a 400 meter track.  There are two separate lanes on the track, the inside lane being shorter than the outside lane.  In order that the competitors in each race skate the same distance, they must change lanes once each lap.  A flagman stands at the crossover point with a red and green flag and directs the leading skater to cross over first.  All the competitors are ranked on the basis of time.

The distances skated are:

MEN--500, 1000, 1500, 5000, 10,000 meters

WOMEN--500, 1000, 1500, 3000, 5000 meters

The calculation of points is made in the following manner in accordance with Rule 261.4 of the International Skating Union:

The number of seconds elapsed for a 500 metres race counts as the number of points; for 1000 metres, one-half (1/2) the number of seconds; for 1500 metres, one-third (1/3); for 3000 metres, one-sixth (1/6); for 5000 metres, one-tenth (1/10); and for 10,000 metres, one-twentieth (1/20) of the number of seconds.  The number of points must be calculated to three decimals omitting the fourth (4th) decimal.  In the case of tied final results the fourth (4th) decimal may be taken into consideration.

The skaters having the lowest total score in each division are the winners of the competition.  Medals are awarded to the skaters who finish in the first three places in each event.

Various international competitions may have different combinations of these distances, e.g. the World Sprint Championships only use the 500 meter and 1000 meter does both the distances twice.

There are two aged divisions,  Senior and Junior.

Since then more nations have been added to the list of participants.  As of 1980 the International Skating Union officially recognized World Short Track Championships.  At the 1988 Olympic Games in Calgary, Alberta, Canada, the Short Track style of speed skating was included as a demonstration sport.  Short Track Speed Skating became a permanent Olympic event in 1992 at Albertville, France.
